No. We will not be issuing tickets or wristbands for entry to
graduation.

Is there a limit on how many guests can attend per graduate?

No. Our stadium grandstand seating affords us the opportunity to
not require limited guest numbers.

Will there be wheelchair accessible seating available?

Yes. We will have identified wheelchair accessible seating available at
the base level of our stadium grandstand.

Can we bring in our own refreshments?

No. For safety purposes, we only allow clear, plastic containers for
water. We will have water for purchase at the event for your
convenience.

Can we bring balloons, etc? \

Yes. Please note you may be asked to adjust/move your seating if
your items block the view of other guests.

Every graduating senior has earned this special recognition and the lifelong
memory of a graduation ceremony celebrating their tremendous achievement!

The Class of 2025 Graduation Ceremony will take place at the Santa Rita High School Football Stadium on
Thursday, May 22nd, 2025. The program will begin promptly at 7:00 p.m. with the procession of graduates. Please be
advised this graduation notification is not a guarantee that your student will graduate or participate in the
commencement ceremony, as that depends on completion of all his/her/their graduation requirements (POLICY
IKF). Be sure to contact our school counselors, Mr. Kirk Perrini or Ms. Jessica Huerta-Padilla, if you have any questions
or concerns about your student’s graduation status. Students will not participate if they have not met all state
requirements; there are no exceptions.

e The Graduation Petition Form must be returned to Ms. Nadia Arvizu in the Activities/Athletics Office with all
appropriate signatures by Friday, May 2", 2025, by 3:00 p.m. This petition will be shared with seniors in their
CREW class. Additional paper copies can be found at the Attendance Office, Activities/Athletics Office, and
Principal’s Office.

e The Senior Check-Out Form will be issued to all graduating seniors on Thursday, May 8", 2025. All school
debts must be satisfied on or before Monday, May 19", 2025, during the Senior Check-Ourt timeframe (May 8 -
May 19). Students who do not pay their debts or make arrangements with the principal and/or Finance Office will
not be allowed to participate in the Graduation Ceremony.

Report to Practice/Aux Gym
utilizing the gate between the aux gym and auditorium. *There will be signage.

e MAY 22" Graduation Ceremony: Arrive by 6:15pm! Have all your graduation attire on and ready to go!
This is for GRADUATES ONLY (no family).
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Please discuss the following RULES & PROCEDURES FOR GRADUATION with your senior:

To participate in the commencement exercise, students must be on time to BOTH the graduation rehearsal and the
graduation ceremony.

MORNING REHEARSAL: May 22" @ 8:30-10:15am. Bring water bottle, wear comfortable shoes, and wear
sunscreen/hat.
* Practice will begin promptly at 8:30am on the morning of graduation and run until about 10:15am. We will be

having our rehearsal on the field but will start in the Practice Gym (small gym) for staging. At the conclusion of
the rehearsal, seniors will take their “final walk™ on campus before exiting the property.

« Grad Images will be taking a formal photo of your graduate receiving their diploma and you may purchase this
from their office. Your graduate will fill out an information card with your contact information to learn how to do
this at morning rehearsal.

EVENING REVIEW OF GRADUATION REHEARSAL and GRADUATION PREPARTION:

s SENIORS ARE TO REPORT TO THE PRACTICE GYM NO LATER THAN 6:15 PM.IT IS
IMPORTANT THEY ARE HERE ON TIME!

¢  Things will move quickly once all students arrive. We will do another quick run through prior to the event.

+ Seniors will sit in their designated seat from the rehearsal and will need to remember who 1s to their left/right.

s  All participants must wear a Santa Rita High School cap and gown.

» Itis against TUSD Governing Board Policy to adorn or decorate the cap and/or gown. See Cultural Adornments
Protocol for exceptions (Policy IKFRB).

¢ Pre-approved cords and academic stoles are permitted (STUCO, NHS, PCC, CTE).

¢ (raduates are not allowed to carry any personal items with them to the commencement exercise. Please conceal
or leave your cell phone with your family; do not use cell phones during the commencement.

* Any senior suspected of being under the influence of any substance will face review by school and police
authorities and removed from the graduation line.

»  Any senior violating graduation policies will be moved to a restricted area and released to a parent/guardian. The
diploma will be withheld pending an administrator conference.

s  All school rules apply for student behavior. The TUSD Code of Conduct is in effect until commencement has
concluded and for the remainder of the academic school year.
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IMPORTANT REMINDERS AND SAFETY PROTOCOLS:
* (Gates open at 6:15pm. For safety purposes, we require bags to be clear (see-through) for entry. Anvone without a
clear bag will be subject to a standard search of their bag.
* We ask that you are mindful and courteous to other guests and their line of sight should you be planning to bring

balloons and any enlarged poster-sized pictures. You may be asked to move them to a designated area if it causes
a problem for the other surrounding guests.

* Graduates will participate in a recessional at the end of the ceremony. Graduates will recess and relocate
with family members at the north end of the Football Stadium and disperse from that location.
o Students not participating in the 2025 SRHS Graduation Ceremony can pick up their diploma the following day,
Friday, May 23", after 10:00am in the Registrar’s Office.
